Without seeing the patient, it is impossible for a technician
to establish the midline in relation to the horizontal plane.
For this reason, the stick bite becomes essential.

To use it, simply:

- use the patient's eyes, nose, and lipline as guides to find
vertical and horizontal axes

- apply the occlusal registration material across the lower
arch then ask the patient to close

- insert the stick bite into the material touching the buccal
surface

- adjust the stick bit into position according to the axes

- add material to the upper arch

- maintain in position until the material is set

Get everything done within 60 seconds!

At the laboratory, the technician will use the instrument to
position the models and transfer the information on the
articulator.

The advantage of using the Stick bite is that it eliminates
the following problems:

- Inclined incisal plane (longer teeth on one side)
- Inclined or inadequate midline

- Multiple adjustments

- Extra appointments before cementation

- Patient disappointment
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
